The volume of abstracts, including figures and bibliography, should not exceed 4 A4 pages, margins on all sides - 25 mm, single spacing, font Times New Roman, 12 pt, alignment - in width, paragraph indent - 1 cm. The text of abstracts must be submitted in MS Word or RTF format and contain the following information: 

1st line - the title of the abstract. Center alignment, capital letters, 14 pt, bold;

2nd line - skip;

3rd line - authors (surname, initials), center alignment, 12 pt, italics; 

4th line - full title of the organization, full address, e-mail, center alignment, 12 pt;

5th line - skip;

6th line and further - main text. Paragraph indent - 1 cm.

Tables should have headings in bold, centered. The numbering of tables is continuous throughout the text. Pictures and graphs are inserted in the course of the text of the abstracts. Text and figures should be black and white. All captions and all necessary designations are required (12 pt, center alignment).

A list of references (12pt) is presented without the word "References", with a deviation from the text by 1 interval.
